FROM THE PASTOR...
The Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time

Treasure, the Gift of our Abundance

Most of us have closets, drawers, basements, attics,
cupboards, and garages full of stuff. We even hang on to
things we no longer want or need! Often we don’t realize
how much "stuff” we’re accumulating — but the more we
let it gather up around us, the greater chance it has to
distract us from what is truly important.

This doesn’t mean we are all called to give up everything
and become like St. Francis of Assisi, but it does mean
that we need to be willing to share our abundance. While
sacrificial giving does not always round off to a specific
amount, it does require making God our top priority. To
adopt a practice of sacrificial giving, reflect over
everything God has given you, whether through
inheritance, paychecks, investments, unexpected
windfalls, a Social Security check, etc. Then, get specific
about the size of your donation. Many consider the
biblical norm called a “tithe” — ten percent of one’s gross
or net income, meaning the initial ten cents of every
dollar earned or received — when determining what will
go to the parish Sunday collection and then what will go
to the missions, Catholic school tuition, private charities
or a combination of all. 5% to Church and 5% to Charity
seems like a reasonable and balanced approach.

This weekend, I would like to thank Lee Goetz, Katie
Peterson, and Scott Cunningham for witnessing to their
personal stewardship. It was gratifying to hear how they
and their families are giving out of grateful hearts in
thanksgiving for all of God’s blessings. During the
coming week, you are being asked to pray about your
financial stewardship to God through your church family.
Your decisions will decide the future of our parish for
next year. | pray that we are becoming a tithing church
and that we may continue to have the resources to
proclaim Jesus Christ as our Lord and Savior.

A prayer for Stewards. Lord, God You alone created
this world and all that is good in it. You allowed us our
freedom, and entrusted us with great responsibility. All
of what we are, all of our concerns, and the unique ability
we each have to help those around us come from You.
We ask that You bless us as we strive to transform the
earth through love, word and deed. Send the Holy Spirit
to work in our hearts and lives, guide our service, and
grant us a spirit of purpose and joy. We pray with
grateful hearts in Jesus’ name. Amen
